The Village of Villa Park, Illinois is governed
by a Council/Manager form of government
consisting of a Village President and six
Trustees.  All trustees are elected on a village-
wide basis and hold office for a term of four
years.  The seven-member board is responsible
for the appointment of a Village Manager who
is the chief executive officer and administrative
head of village government.

Local government has established a close and
positive working relationship with business and
industry in Villa Park.  Many local business and
community leaders serve on village boards,
commissions and advisory groups, helping to
strengthen the tie between government and
business.  One of these commissions dedicated
specifically to creating a conducive business
environment and promoting economic growth is
the seven-member Economic Development
Commission.

The Village department most actively involved
with business and industrial retention,
expansion and attraction is the Community
Development Department.  This department has
professional staff members employed to work
closely with both existing and prospective firms
in many areas of business development.

The Village is committed to improving its
physical condition for the benefit of its
residents and businesses.  Over the past few
years, the Village has invested over $10 million
in public improvements including over $7.4
million in street and sidewalk improvements,

The Villa Park Fir e Department Fire Stations
are located at:

Station #2 - 102 West Plymouth Avenue
Station #3 - 1440 South Ardmore Avenue

Presently, the Villa Park Fire Department
consists of the Fire Chief, the Deputy Fire Chief,
the Administrative Assistant, 6 Shift Lieutenants
and 18 full-time Firefighter/Paramedics.

The Department schedules 3 shifts with 8
firefighter/paramedics manning each 24 hour
shift. These firefighters work every third day on
either Black, Red or Gold Shift. When not
putting out fires or handling medical
emergencies, the firefighters man the stations,
maintain the fire engines and paramedic units,
perform daily training exercises, and conduct
occupancy inspections.

The Fire Prevention Department utilizes
firefighters, working on their days off, to provide
a nationally recognized public education program
presented to school children and a wide variety
of other interested groups.

The Villa Park Police Department has 42 full-
time sworn police officers, including five
detectives, and 12 part-time and auxiliary
officers. There are also 15 civilian personnel, 4 of
whom are community service officers.

EMS Services Available
The Fire Department paramedics are ready to
respond to your emergency from Station #3 -
South of St. Charles and from Station #2 - North
of St. Charles. Additional personnel are stationed
at Station #1 for the middle of town. They are
dispatched from these stations after your call to 9-
1-1 is made.

Call 9-1-1 to request an invalid assist. This is a
non-emergency call made to 9-1-1 where the
paramedics will be dispatched to help a resident to
their car, or to receive aid in getting up from a fall.

Fire Department personnel can present a basic
first aid class to Cub Scouts or other interested
groups. Topics can include bandaging an open
wound, splintering a limb, burns, and choking.

The Villa Park Water Division maintains the
water distribution system. The system has
approximately 78 miles of water main, 800
valves, 841 fire hydrants, and 6,935 metered
services. The Village water supply comes from
Lake Michigan through the DuPage Water
Commission.

Water and sanitary sewer service is provided by
the Village.  The village’s two wells provide
backup supply.

Special Service Ar ea Financing
Municipal taxing mechanism designed to finance
“Special Services” in designated areas within the
Village.  It is generally used to finance utilities,
infrastructure and special services.  It involves
the leveling of an additional real estate tax in the
service area so that improvements can be
provided.  All taxable real estate within special
service area is taxed at the same rate.

Tax Incrementing Financing
Municipal financing technique used to pay
public improvement costs necessary to attract a
private developer into a redevelopment area.
The costs of the public improvements are borne
by the increased real estate revenues that result
from the improvements and the subsequent
private development in the area.  This increase
in tax revenues is the tax increment.  The tax
increment funds can be used to retire bonds
issued for the project, or for the cost of the
public improvements.

Private Financial Institutions
Low Interest Rate Business Loan Program.  With
the cooperation from a few local financial
institutions, the Village developed a low interest
rate loan program specifically to spur the
expansion and retention of existing Villa Park
businesses and the attraction of new businesses.
