VILLAGE MANAGER’S MESSAGE (10/18/2024) 

On Monday we will be presenting the requests of the Village departments 

for the 2025 Budget.  There are requests for 8 full-time and 10 part-time 

personnel, several of those are related to the opening of the recreation 

center.  This is in addition to the full-time Deputy Chief position and the 

39th police officer added during 2024.  That would be an increase of 16.0 

FTE since January 1, 2024, if all the positions were approved, but it is 

unlikely that we will be able to accommodate all the requests.   

The Fleet Division of Public Works is proposing to add seven additional 

leased vehicles to the ten we were able to obtain last year.  They are al-

so looking to add a new bus for the Parks & Recreation Department 

which will be their first new bus in the staff’s memory.  We are going to 

order a new bucket truck soon for arrival in 2025 and an ambulance and 

Plow Truck for arrival in late 2026.  Parks is requesting a new Kubota 

mower too.   

The full list of operational and capital requests will be presented at 6:00 

P.M. at what has become an annual Budget Presentation. This will be 

televised and open to the public.  We welcome attendance and ques-

tions.  A preliminary draft of the budget will be available too.  The budget 

process is an annual opportunity to plan resources to match our priori-

ties.  We now have a new Strategic Plan to help shape those plans.   

It also gives us a chance to see what a tremendously successful year 

2024 has been.  Perhaps the most publicly praised Village project was 

the reopened Lufkin Park and especially the splash pad and pavilion.  I 

am blessed with the opportunity to see on a daily basis how heavily used 

that park is.  The Board approved the Village to hire a consultant to write 

an OSLAD grant which we received and along with funds from NEDSRA 

and the Village taxpayers, we were able to revive the park that had been 

largely empty for over five years.  We also added 14 vehicles.  The ten 

leased vehicles as well as an additional police vehicle, a new Fire En-

gine, and any day now we should be receiving the tandem axle dump/

plow truck ordered near the end of 2022.    

Monday, we got to cut the ribbon on the new Tri-Trail Connector.  It was 

nice to see former Trustee Bob Wagner, who is also a member of several 

Commissions, and Sergeant Tim Walsh were the first to use the trail offi-

cially, although many residents have already enjoyed it.  The final section 

of the trail will be added along with the construction of The Union project.   

This week the department heads together at the weekly department head 
meeting as well as individually.  I also attended a meeting with staff and 
our attorney about a property on South Villa Avenue, a meeting of the 
ILCMA Communications Subcommittee, and several ad hoc meetings to 
put together the budget packet for next Monday’s meeting.

Public Works Highlights 

 
• A ribbon cutting ceremony for the new Tri-Trail 

Connector was held this past Wednesday, 
10/16/2024, at Rotary Park.  Placement of re-
maining pavement markings was also completed 
this week.  Planting of remaining trees is still 
pending. 

• Public Works team member Dan Coulter has 
completed his first one-week session of the Illi-
nois Public Service Institute (IPSI).  IPSI is a 
three-year training program which provides in-
struction expressly designed for public service 
professionals.  The program focuses on training 
in public service, personal growth, and profes-
sional development.  The course is divided into 
three one week sessions, with participants at-
tending one session per year for three consecu-
tive years.  The course is offered every spring 
and every fall.  There are plans to send a second Public Works team member to the upcoming spring program.  
More information about IPSI can be found at https://ilpsi.org/. 

• Construction of new concrete curb and gutter, driveway aprons, and sidewalk on the east side of Wisconsin was 
completed this week as a part of the Wisconsin Avenue Improvement Project (Vermont to Ridge).  Construction 
of asphalt driveway aprons on the east side will take place later in the project.  Driveways on the east side are 
expected to be re-opened early next week, at which time construction efforts will move to the west side.  Resi-
dents on the west side will be without driveway access while this work is taking place, beginning tenta-
tively on Wednesday, 10/23/2024, and will be allowed to park on area streets overnight during this time.  
Residents on the west side will receive notice of the loss of driveway access in advance of the actual 
date by means of paper notices delivered to their doors. 

• Public Works Streets Division staff assisted the Parks and Recreation Department this week with the installation 
of the new flagpole at Village Hall.  Streets Division staff also worked to install new street light poles in various 
locations this week. 

• Construction of the 2024 Sidewalk Program began this week.  The work is expected to be staged so that new 
sidewalk will be poured the workday following its removal, weather permitting.  Residents with sidewalk work 
taking place through their driveways will not have access to their driveways for a period of approxi-
mately one week.  Those residents will be permitted to park on the street overnight in locations where 
parking is otherwise permitted.  The Police Department will be notified of the need for overnight parking at 
these locations and should accommodate residents accordingly.  Construction of the sidewalk program is ex-
pected to take two to three weeks to complete. 

• Planting of new parkway trees for the Iowa and Vermont Improvement Project is tentatively expected to take 
place next week.  The only remaining items are the trees, watering and establishment of sod, and punch list 
work. 

• Public Works staff is working on budget preparation for CY 2025. 

College Streets  This large water main replacement and street improvement project is being split into smaller 
portions due to budget constraints.  The village has been awarded CDBG grant funding for the construction of 
two of the smaller portions of the larger project.  North Wisconsin Avenue has also been separated into its own 
project, as it does not include water main replacement.  Updates on these smaller projects can be found under 
their respective sections in this report.

Iowa & Vermont  Planting of new parkway trees is tentatively expected to take place next week.  The only re-
maining items are the trees, watering and establishment of sod, and punch list work. 
 
Jackson Pond  Staff is in the process of finalizing engineering plans for the Jackson Area Improvement portion 
of the project.  This last phase of the larger Jackson Pond Project includes construction of new relief storm sew-
er mains on portions of Madison Street, Wisconsin Avenue, and Addison Avenue, and includes extensions of 
the proposed storm sewers onto private properties in several locations.  Bidding is expected to take place in late 
October or early November.  Staff is also working to coordinate the required periodic maintenance of the native 
plantings in the expanded Jackson Pond. 
 
Sidewalk Program  Construction began this week.  The work is expected to be staged so that new sidewalk 
will be poured the workday following its removal, weather permitting.  Residents with sidewalk work taking 
place through their driveways will not have access to their driveways for a period of approximately one 
week.  Those residents will be permitted to park on the street overnight in locations where parking is 
otherwise permitted.  The Police Department will be notified of the need for overnight parking at these loca-
tions and should accommodate residents accordingly.  Construction of the sidewalk program is expected to take 
two to three weeks to complete.
