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Chapter 1 INtroduction

Why Plan: There is a recurring recognition in judicial 
decisions that land use regulations must link to, and 
implement, well-considered goals and objectives for the 
future development and growth of a community. This 
process of forethought about future use and development 
of land in a community is called comprehensive planning, 
and it is provided for in Illinois Statutes. Without it there 
can be no rational allocation of land uses and resources, and 
local government would have no guidance for the growth 
and development of the community. Similarly, residents and 
landowners in the community would have no assurance that 
ad-hoc decisions with respect to their land, or their neighbor’s 
land, would not materially alter the character of an area and 
impair the value and use of land. Thus, land use decisions 
should follow a rational and deliberate consideration of the 
goals and objectives of the community.

The Village of Villa Park is a community at the cusp of 
transition. While it has reached maturity as a suburban 
community, competitive development pressures, lack of 

vacant land, aging commercial corridors and business 
districts in need of redevelopment, and a new commitment 
to sustainability suggest that the future of Villa Park is 
dependant on a new vision that will transform single purpose 
commercial areas into higher density, mixed-use business 
districts and modern retail corridors. The long-term success 
of the Village is also tied to preserving its tranquil, stable 
residential neighborhoods, while addressing new realities of 
the changing demographic composition of the community 
and the stress experienced by some neighborhoods. The 
community has recognized that this is a pivotal point in 
Villa Park’s history and has resolved to take a proactive
